Cost

Information for Parents

We have included a form for parents to fill out if they want the snack box and/or the photograph (We can
provide this electronically on request). As the day includes photography it is important that permissions
are gained.

Children are asked to wear smtably Victonan clothes! If they own costume then they are more than
welcome to wear it, otherwise dark trousers/skirt and a shirt or blouse 1s best. Each child will be issued
with a flat cap and apron, suitable for a pottery worker.

Information needed in advance
In order to prepare the facsimile worker’s contracts and lithograph tile transfers we require a list of the
first names of all pupils coming on the day. We need this list no later than 3 working days belore the visit.

Supervision

The school needs to bring at least 3, ideally 4 adult supervisors with the visit to cover the number of
sessions happening in different locations at any one time. We have no limit on the number of parent
helpers etc. as the actvities are carried out in large spaces and feedback suggests the supervisors enjoy the
day as much as the children!
